Ristteel paremal on Kivisaare. Kivisaare asub Sakala kérgustiku péhjaservas, siit avaneb
vorratu vaade péhja suunas, Kesk-Eesti lagendikele.

Mde otsas vasakul on laguneva Rehe talu hooned. Kahjuks on Eestis palju selliseid
mahajdetud maju. Pbhja-Sakala kaotas kiimne aasta jooksul (2008-2018) 15% oma
elanikkonnast. Samal ajal kasvas vanuses 55+ elanike osa 30%lt 37%le. 2021.aastal
hakkas elanike arv stabiliseeruma, oli isegi méningane kasv. Maal elamine ja kodus
tootamine véi Viljandise tdéle kdimine on jarjest levinum noorte elanike hulgas. Suure-
Jaani linna ja selle imbrusesse on kerkinud mitmed uued majad.

Just up to the right of the cross roads is a house called Kivisaare, finely situated at the
northernmost edge of the Sakala Uplands with a view across the northern plains of

Estonia.

However, on your left at the top of the steep hill, the remains of a house called Rehe is
turning into a ruin. There are many such abandoned homes in rural Estonia. The area
now covered by Péhja Sakala vald lost 15% of its inhabitants in the ten years up to 2018.



In the same period, the 55+ age population grew from 30% to 37%, with a corresponding
fall in the proportion of young people. By 2021 there were signs of stabilisation and
even growth, as rural living and commuting to Viljandi, or working from home, were
becoming more popular among younger age groups. Around Suure-Jaani even a few new
homes are being built.

Navesti mois kuulus Pdrsti moéisa juurde. 1622 kinkis Rootsi kuningas Carl Gustav
molemad méisad oma vendadele Casperile, Fabianile ja Michaelile. 20. sajandi
keskpaiku Navesti méis lammutati ja saadud materjalist ehitati maja Suure-Jaanis.
Vasakule jadab kunagine vaatetorniga méisahoone. Mabisahoonest jdrgmine hoone on
endise Paala kolhoosi kaalukoda. Hoonete vastas paremal oli méisaéu, tallid ja
téllakuur. Ndeme endisi kolhoosihooneid, kus kunagi tédtas palju inimesi, méned
hoonetest on siiani kasutuses.

Navesti had a manor, which belonged to Pdrsti Manor near Viljandi. In 1622 the
Swedish King Carl Gustav gifted both of the manors to his brothers Casper, Fabian and
Michael. Navesti Manor was demolished in the mid-twentieth century, and the material
was used to build a house in Suure-Jaani. The ruins of the Manor estate office are on
your left, once a large building with a watch tower. Next to it is the one-time Paala
Collective Farm weighbridge. Opposite them, on your right is the former estate yard,
with stables and a carriage shed, still in use. All around are the collective farm
buildings that once employed so many people, and some are still in use.

Paremal mde otsas on metsatukk. Siin on ortodoksi surnuaed, kuhu maeti ajavahemikus
1850-1915, hiljem hakati matma Suure-Jaani vdikesele kalmistule. Lahkunuid toodi siia
suurest piirkonnast. Kunagine surnuaed on kurb ja unustatud koht, haudadest annavad
tunnistust ristid puude vahel. Moénel haual siiski kdiakse, kuid ilmselt on siia maetute
jareltulijad piirkonnast ammu lahkunud. Surnuaeda pddseb lGbi kivimUiliris oleva ava.

At the top of the hill on the right is an area of woodland. This is an Orthodox
graveyard, which received burials from a wide area between 1850 and 1915, when it



was replaced by a graveyard in Suure-Jaani. It is now a sad and neglected place, with
memorial crosses scattered among the trees. A few graves are still tended, but the
relatives of most people buried here, have long gone from the area. You can enter the
graveyard through a gap in the middle of a former stone wall.

Paala koolis éppis kirjanik Albert Kivikas (1898 - 1978). Praegu on Navesti ja Reegoldi
tuntud kui endised kolhoosikiilad. Enamiku elumaju ehitas endine Paala kolhoos 1970. -
80. aastatel. Paala kolhoos oli Viljandimaa (iks edukamaid, majand oli
spetsialiseerunud piimakarjale. Reegoldi kiilas olid pood, bensiinijaam ja Paala 8-
klassiline kool, niilidseks on kdik suletud. Endise kolhoosi baasil tegutseb paarkiimne
todtajaga piimakarjale spetsialiseerunud péllumajandustihistu. Endises koolihoones on
raamatukogu ja rahvamaja.

Nowadays Navesti and Reegoldi are better known as former collective farm villages.
Most of the housing was built in the 1970s and 80s by the Paala Collective Farm, which
specialised in cattle and dairying. Reegoldi village had a shop, petrol station and a
school, all now closed. The Estonian writer Albert Kivikas (1898 - 1978), writer of
novels and short stories with historical settings, was a pupil at the school. Based on
the former collective farm, an agricultural co-operative is now mainly producing milk
and employs around twenty people. The former school is a library and village centre.

200 meetri jdarel vasakul Miiiiri tdnaval on Olustvere Teenindus- ja Maamajanduskooli
moistlike hindadega sodkla ja kohvik. So6okla on avatud [6una ajal, kohvik kauem.
Mblemad on tdotavad kooli 6ppeperioodil.

Olustvere on Pohja-Viljandimaa elujéulisemaid asulaid. Arvatavalt rajati Olustvere
mois 15. sajandil, kuid inimasustuse jdljed viivad kiviaega. Vdljakaevamistel 1978 leiti
Olustveres suur kogus 9.-11. ja 14. sajandi hébemiinte. Algne mdis asus praegusest paar
kilomeetrit péhja pool Papiorus. Praeguses kohas on mdis olnud 16. sajandist ja
kuulunud mitmele aristokraadiperele. Viljapaistvamad méisaomanikud olid isa ja poeg
Pontus ja Jacob De La Gardie. Mbélemad tegid seikluslikku séjavaelist karjddri 16.-17.
sajandil kérgetel kohtadel Vene ja Rootsi riigiteenistuses. Mdisakompleksi vanim hoone
on 17. sajandist.

Hiljem, umbes 150 aasta jooksul kuulus Olustvere teisele viljapaistvale perekonnale -
von Fersenitele. Von Fersenid olid teinud karjddri Vene tsaari 6ukonnas ja armees.
Kérge korstnaga méisa viinakook lisati kompleksile 1850, samal ajal rajati ka méisapark.
Inglise stiilis maamaja sai (6plikult valmis 1903. Pdrast 1919. aasta maareformi asutati
maisas péllumajanduskool. 1990. aastatest on siin koolitatud ka kodumajanduse ja
maaturismi spetsialiste. Moéisa peahoones asub muuseum ja turismiinfokeskus.
Mobisakompleksi restaureerimine pole veel [6ppenud, toid rahastatakse mitmete
Euroopa projektide baasil ja Norra finantsabiga.



Mbbduja véib jalutada méisapargis, méned hooned on vdikese tasu eest aastaringselt
kiilastajatele avatud. On avatud to66- ja épikojad. Endises tallis on eksponeeritud
suurepdrane kollektsioon endise kohaliku elaniku Voldemar Luhti puitskulptuure. Kui
on avatud, siis Viljandi maantee ddres tasub kilastada leivakoda. Siin kiipsetatakse
varsket leiba, on nditus leivategemise ajaloost ja toimuvad kontserdid. Teavet médisa
tookodade asukoha ja tegevuse kohta saab lossist.

200 metres down M!iiiri on the left is the Olustvere College canteen open at lunch
times, and coffee shop open all day. They are available to all during College terms, at
very reasonable prices.

Olustvere is one of the best situated and most prosperous villages in Northern Viljandi
County, helped by good rail and road links. Human habitation here reaches back to the
Stone Age. Olustvere Manor is thought to have been founded as early as the 15th
century, but located a few kilometres north from the present location. The manor has
been here since the 16th century, belonging to several aristocratic families. The most
prominent owners have been Pontus de la Gardie and his son Jacob. Both the father
and the son had adventurous military careers, holding high positions in Estonia during
the 16th- and 17th-century Swedish occupation. The oldest extant buildings date back
to the 17th century.

In the 150 years up to 1919 the manor belonged to the von Fersen family, who had made
a career in the Russian Imperial Army. The distillery (the building with the chimney)
was added in 1850, at the same time as the park was created. The manor house is in
the English style and completed as late as 1903. From 1920 the estate buildings housed
a vocational agricultural college. Since the 1990s it has trained specialists for rural
tourism and countryside management, and become a centre for arts and crafts. The
whole complex has been partly restored with finance from European and Norwegian
funding.

You are welcome to explore the park, and some of the buildings are open all year for a
small fee. When they are open, it is especially worth visiting the Bakery, with its bread
museum where the produce is usually on sale, and also the unique and impressive
exhibition of wooden models carved by Voldemar Luht in the former stables. Ask for
more information and directions at the manor house. During excavations in 1978 a
large number of 9th-11th and 14th-century silver coins were found near Olustvere Manor.

Koérgemal kiingastel on valgustatud suusarajad. Tddksis elab praegu 108 inimest
(2020). Kiilas on leitud hilispronksiaegne matmiskoht. Esimesed kirjalikud allikad kiilast
ulatuvad 16. sajandisse. Tdnu maalilisele loodusele, mdgedele ja jdrvedele kutsutakse
Tddksit Sakalamaa Sveitsiks. Kiilas on spordikeskus, viike raamatukogu, algkool, ja
hiljuti taasavati kiilas pood.



There are lit ski runs on the slopes above. Tddksi is home to 108 people (2020). A late
Bronze Age burial site has been found here. The first written records of it go back to
the end of the 16th- century. Its picturesque landscape of lakes and rolling but
sometimes surprisingly steep hills has earned the village the name of Sakalamaa
(historic name of Viljandi county) Switzerland. The village has a primary school,
library, sports centre, and a recently reopened shop.

21 Ristteel poora vasakule, tee laheb jarsult Ulesmage (10%).
At the cross roads, turn left up a steep hill (10%).

Kui ldhened Jaska bussipeatusele, nded paremal vdikest kérvalteed. Tee ddres on
neljast Kuiavere kultusekivist suurim.

When you approach the bus stops marked Jaska, you will see a side road on the right,
beside which is the largest of the four Kuiavere cult stones. The other three are in the
fields opposite but rather smaller. All of them have indentations or cup-marks, thirty-
three on this large stone. It is thought to have been a sacrificial stone, where offerings
were made, but there is no certain evidence. As late as the 19th century, local people
were recorded as lighting fires on the stone as they danced around it.

Paremal on hea ndide mdéisa-aegsest maa- ja telliskivihoonest. Jaska méisa ostis 50 000
rubla eest 1859 Olustvere méisnik Paul Fersen. Hoonele on Néukogude ajal lisatud
kolhoosiehitustele omased tunnused nagu piksemaandaja ja laineline katus. Mdisa-
aegset veskit kasutati veel néukogude ajal, kuid see péles 1970. aastatel.

On the right is a good example of a stone and brick manorial farm building, with later
Soviet-period collective farm features such as lightning conductors and corrugated
roofing. The owner of Olustvere Manor, Paul Fersen, bought Jaska Manor estate in 1859
for 50,000 roubles. The manor mill was still working during Soviet times, but was
destroyed by fire in the 1970s.

Lembitu oli 13. sajandi alguse muinaseestlaste maleva juht ja véitleja ning esimene
eestlane, keda on mainitud ajaloolistes kirjalikes lirikutes. On teada, et Lohavere
linnus asutati 12. sajandi l6pul ja seda asustasid Lembitule ustavad mehed umbes 20
aasta jooksul. Nilid on kunagine eestlaste kants limbritsetud metsaga, kuid arvatakse,
et Lembitu ajal avanesid avarad vaated timbruskonnale ja kindlustus avaldas muljet
oma suurusega.

1215 piiras linnust Liivi M66gavendade Ordu. Orduvded péletasid linnuse maha ja
eestlased olid sunnitud alistuma. Pealik Lembitu pddses vabadusse, kuid kaotas elu
kaks aastat hiljem Vastemoéisa ldhedal peetud Madisepdeva lahingus, kui juhtis 6000-
mehelist eestlaste armeed véitluses Mbbgavendade Ordu vigedega.

Lembitust sai Eesti rahvuskangelane, kes kehastas lootust eestlaste vabadusele ja
iseseisvusele. Linnusest vasakul on kivirahnud, mis stiimboliseerivad Lembitut ja tema
voitlejaid. Muistse vabadusvéitluse monument avati 21. septembril 1969, skulptor on
Renaldo Veeber ja arhitekt Ulo Stéér. Néukogude ajal istutasid vastabiellunud siia puu,
mille juure alla pandi sampusepudelis sedel pruudi neiupélvenimega. Linnuse juurde
istutas Lennart Meri oma esimesel ametiajal seedermdnni.

Linnuse juures on varjualune pikniku pidamiseks, kuivkdimla ja infotahvel WC.

Lembitu (depicted in a carving at the entrance to the site) was an early 13th-century
warrior chief, the first Estonian to be mentioned by name in historical records.
Lohavere Stronghold was founded at the end of the previous century and occupied by
Lembitu’s forces for around twenty years. Now enveloped by forest, it once would have
commanded extensive views and impressed by its sheer scale.

In 1215 it was besieged by the crusading German Livonian Brothers of the Sword. They
eventually set fire to the stronghold’s wooden palisades and the Estonians had to
surrender. Lembitu was freed but lost his life two years later when he led 6,000
Estonians against the Sword Brethren at the Battle of St. Matthews Day near
Vasteméisa.

Lembitu is an Estonian national hero, the man who gave hope for a free, independent
country. To the west of the fortress is a monument opened in 1969 to Lembitu and his



supporters. The large stones represent his warriors, perhaps waiting to fight for
Estonia again. During Soviet times newly-weds would plant a tree here. A champagne
bottle with the bride’s maiden name inside was buried under the tree roots.

There are shelters and picnic facilities at the site, and earth toilets, plus information
boards at the Stronghold entrance WC.

Lohavere méis asutati 17. sajandil. Arvatakse, et siin vois muinasajal asuda liks
Lembitule kuulunud kiiladest. Mbis kuulus von Strykide aadliperekonnale. Mdbisa pikk
peahoone on ehitatud 19. sajandi esimesel poolel. Pdrast 1919. aasta maareformi
tootas hoones kodumajanduskool. Alates 1966 on majas olnud haigla, mis 1990. aastail
muudeti hooldekoduks. Praegu elab majas umbes 70 - 80 eakat inimest. 2011 peahoone
renoveeriti, lisati juurdeehitus ja korrastati vésastunud park.

Lohavere Manor was founded in the 17th-century, possibly formed from what was once
Lembitu’s land, and was owned by the von Stryk family. The long main building was
constructed in the first half of the 19th century. After the 1919 land reform the manor
house was used as a school, mainly for girls learning domestic skills. From 1966 the
manor house was a hospital, converted in more recent times into a residential home for
70 - 80 people. In 2011 the building was completely renovated with a modern extension,
and the park was re-landscaped.
